How to Customize Social Shares

Even though there are many social media platforms now, the good news is that you can repurpose the same content across all of them!  Here are some tips:

Facebook:

· Think of Facebook as a hangout with friends. Facebook is mostly used as a way to share and interact with friends, family, and other people that share the same interests. Because of this, Facebook is often more conversational with statements, questions, and reactions.

Instagram:

· When people want to look at beautiful photography, they go to Instagram. This is great place to feature beautiful photos of plants or showcase someone else's artisitc photography (remember, Instagram has a ton of filters to make your photos unique!). Linking to your website or including a geotag (an electronic tag that assigns a geographical location to a photograph or video) so visitors can find your online or brick-and-mortor store. Instagram also uses hashtags (i.e., #springseeds) to help people find posts with relevant search terms.  
Pinterest: 

· Pinterest is a virtual cork board.  Pinterest is a good place to search for and save recipes, DIY projects, crafts, and gardening ideas. Imagery with a short, catchy caption is important here, too, as most people are scanning through a long list of pins on their phones. 

Twitter: 
· Networking is the name of the game for Twitter. Twitter is used to find others with similar interests. Be sure to use the @ symbol and mention users that you want to develop a relationship or network with. Hashtagging is also important on Twitter so that like-minded people (in this case, gardeners) can search and follow relevant hashtags.
